At that time, there was not a
Catholic Church in Windsor so we began celebrating Mass
in parishioners’ homes. Once we outgrew the homes, we
continued to find other resourceful places for our Sunday
celebration of the Eucharist. We eventually moved into
the little white church on Walnut Street which suited us
well until the late 1990’s. The journey continued, literally,
as we moved to our current location and began to build
this current multi-purpose structure in 2000. The hope of
the parishioners at that time was to pay off the debt on
this multi-purpose building and to begin planning for the
second phase, which was the building of the church.

Roughly two years ago the building committee began
meeting monthly with our architect to provide drawings
for a church. Therefore, it is once again time for us to
move forward on our journey as we begin the capital
campaign. This is a very exciting time in the history of
our parish family! | cannot help but to imagine the day
when we will celebrate Mass within the new church. This
dream will only become a reality with the combined effort
of every member of this parish. | seek your support on a
number of levels during these very important next steps.
Obviously, | am requesting you to prayerfully reflect upon
your financial commitment to the future of this parish
family.

The Faith Journey Begins

Our parish community began in the
1960’s with just a few families having
Mass celebrated in their homes by
priests from Greeley. For ten years the
parish community continued to grow
and soon a building was needed.
Permission was given to use the second
floor of Camelot Cleaners. And so begins
the first fundraising!

In May of 1973, the parish voted
and chose “Our Lady of the Valley”
for our parish name. The increasing
number of parishioners began to put a
strain on their current location. The
community then moved to the store-
front church on Main Street, and even-
tually purchased it with the approval of
the Archdiocese.

The fundraising for our new church
continued. In 1979, the storefront
church was sold, and the Baptist church
building was purchased and became our
parish home for the next 21 years.

The Windsor community continued
to flourish and in 1997, Our Lady of
the Valley launched the “Believe...and It
Will Be” building campaign, to raise
funds for a multi-purpose building.
Ground breaking took place in 1999
at our new property. The first Mass
was celebrated on December 2,
2000. Archbishop Chaput celebrated the
dedication Mass of our new multi-pur-
pose building in January of 2001.



Our Future

In June of 2002, we were blessed to
have Father James sent to serve our
parish. It wasn’t long before we
would out-grow the multi-purpose
building and the need for our perma-
nent church became urgent. Father
has been very instrumental in leading
us toward our goal. He shares in the
excitement and anticipation for our
new place of worship!

In September of 2007, Our Lady
of the Valley parish was given
approval by the Archdiocese of
Denver to begin a Capital Campaign
for our new church building.

This is a very exciting time for
our parish family as we continue to
grow at a very steady pace: approxi-
mately 10 new families per month.
The need for our new church is here!

Our Lady of the Valley is a very
involved parish with many ongoing
activities. Often times these activities
must take place off-site because of the
lack of meeting space. This situation
will improve when we build our new
church.

In order to show that the plan is well balanced and will utilize your
gifts in the best possible manner, the following financial plan was developed.
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The process began as an overall long term strategic plan to meet the need for our physical facilities. The next
element of our plan, which was selected by a majority of the parishioners, is the new dedicated worship
space — our church. This overall plan was the result of a combination of open forums, an architectural
feasibility study, a financial feasibility study, and numerous consultations with architects, and of
course our own Building Committee, Finance Committee, Capital Campaign Committee, and
Pastoral Council. The long-range plan for the capital campaign has been developed to address a
demonstrated need for our facilities balanced with our growth. Both the church plan and our
financial plan have been approved by the Archdiocese of Denver.
